Rules and Regulations for Doctoral Studies at the UL (from 30.03.2021)

The Doctoral Studies Committee (DSC)
The Doctoral Studies Committee (hereinafter: DSC) is a working body appointed by the

senate of a UL member faculty or academy (hereinafter: UL member) to monitor the

doctoral candidate from the registration of the doctoral dissertation proposal until the

assessment and defense of the dissertation.
Supervisors and co-supervisors shall
· monitor the work of a doctoral candidate during the drafting of the research work concept, preparing the doctoral dissertation proposal and the doctoral dissertation itself, and participate in the work of the DSC in all phases of the process, except assessment,  

· participate in the presentation of the doctoral dissertation proposal, in the presentation of the results of research work and in the PhD viva;

Rules on Doctoral Studies at UL FME (from 1. 10. 2022)
Members of doctoral study committees:
The doctoral student's supervisory Committee shall consist of three (3) members. At least two members must be from outside the FME, one of whom may be from another UL member. The members of the FME committees and the external members who supervise and evaluate the candidate's training under the doctoral programme must meet the same requirements as the mentor or the lecturer of the course under the FME doctoral programme, except in the case of double doctorates, where the criteria for participants are set by a contractually recognised foreign partner organisation.

An external member of a Committee is a member who is not an employee of the FME and who has not been elected to an academic or teaching title at the FME.

The Seminar Defence Committee (hereinafter: SDC) is usually composed of the same members as the future Doctoral Student Supervisory Committee (hereinafter: DSSC).
Requirements for mentor/comentor: 
A mentor in a doctoral program at FME must have a proven record of research activity in the field of the dissertation topic and meet the following requirements:

· He/she is elected and has a valid title of university lecturer or equivalent academic title.

· Has 4 Q1 papers published.

· He/she has mentored at least three (3) Master of Engineering students in the Bologna study program. Each mentorship to Master of Engineering students in the Bologna study program may be replaced by two Level I mentorships, or by one Q1 paper with first authorship (in addition to the requirements of indent 2). For the Master mentorship replacement, a maximum of two Master mentorships can be replaced by two co-mentorships at any level of study.

· He/she has at least 200 SICRISS Z-scores in the last five years and a score of more than zero (0) on the significant achievement indicator A'.

· A mentor or co-mentor can also be an emeritus professor who fulfils the same criteria as an employed mentor (except for employment).
If a co-mentor is proposed, he/she must fulfil the same conditions as the mentor.

If a co-mentor is also proposed, the proposed mentor must provide the DSC with a written justification for the need for the co-mentor's participation. A co-mentor is proposed if the topic of the doctoral thesis is interdisciplinary and is not fully covered by the mentor's publications.
*- Double doctorates
In case of double doctorates on a doctoral study program for which UL has a valid signed contract with a foreign higher education institution, the foreign members of the DSSC do not have to fill out the table for references if they have a valid habilitation in the teaching title of assistant professor, associate professor or full professor.
References for foreign members

Rules on Doctoral Studies at UL FME (from 1. 10. 2022)
Article 5
Mentors and lecturers at the of doctoral programme are FME staff members. They must have at least four papers with an SCI impact factor published in the first quarter of Q1 in their subject area.

A course may have one or more lecturers who are equivalent to each other, in addition to the lecturer(s).
Article 12
… The members of the FME committees and the external members who supervise and evaluate the candidate's training under the doctoral programme must meet the same requirements as the convenor or the provider of the course under the FME doctoral programme, except in the case of double doctorates, where the criteria for participants are set by a contractually recognised foreign partner organisation.

An external member of a Committee is a member who is not an employee of the FME and who has not been elected to

an academic or teaching title at the FME.
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
